The course will give an introduction into the extent and dimensions of international migration and mobility and their various political consequences and challenges. What are causes for migration? What role does forced migration play? What is the relevance of labor migration? How is migration regulated in different countries and areas? The course will present relevant theories and debates and on international migration.  In addition to, a focus will be put on international frameworks and European Union regulations concerning migration and immigrant integration. Even so there is a focus on Europe, different world regions will be covered.
